Mr. Leslie Wilson Clifton, age 95 of Tullahoma, Tennessee passed away
Wednesday, February 3, 2016 at the Life Care Center. Funeral Services will
be held Sunday, February 7 at 2 PM at the Grundy Street Church of Christ,
301 E. Grundy St, Tullahoma with Jeff Archey officiating. Burial will follow at
Rose Hill Memorial Gardens.

Mr. Clifton, a native of Dickson, was the son of the late Jesse Josiah and Lillie
Catherine Cline Clifton. He was a WW II Veteran serving in the U S Army.

Mr. Clifton was a member of Grundy Street Church of
Christ and served as a Deacon and Elder.
